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On January 9, 2017, Korea Electric Power Corporation ( KEPCO ) announced its investment plans for 2017. Together
with its subsidiaries, including Korea Power Exchange, KEPCO KDN Co., Ltd., KEPCO Plant Service & Engineering
Co, Ltd and KEPCO s six generation subsidiaries, KEPCO plans to invest up to Won 15 trillion, including Won 9
trillion for the construction and maintenance of generation facilities, Won 3.1 trillion for energy efficiency
improvement, Won 1.7 trillion for new energy industry projects and Won 0.8 trillion for renewable energy businesses.
Through these investments, KEPCO expects to create a global growth platform and revitalize the economy.
